PE: LET'S LEARN TO
JUGGLE!

You may start out using
tissues or scarves, and
then progress to other
objects once you have
learned the pattern.
1.With both hands in
front of your body, toss
one tissue up from the
right hand to the left and
catch. Then, toss it up
with the left and catch
with the right.

2.Now have a tissue in
each hand. Toss up from
right hand to left. Before
you catch with the left,
toss that tissue up to the
right hand.

3. Now put two tissues in
the right hand and one in
the left. Toss one tissue
up from your right hand
to your left. Before you
catch with the left, toss
the tissue in that hand up
to the right hand. Before
you catch with the right,
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great work to your
science teacher when
completed!

Once you start, you
should never have more
than one tissue in either
hand. Practice each step
until you have it and then
progress to the next one.
